Attendees 
will also learn about the Top HR Issues in the Workplace today, as well as receive information on the Quick Draw 
Lottery. This year’s luncheon speaker, Mark H. Eggerding, the Vice President of Brand Activation and Culinary 
Education for US Foods, has made the trip from Chicago to talk with us about current Industry Food Trends.   
	 The popular Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) Seminar will return this year, with Acting Director 
James Graziano and division staff participating in a panel discussion on current ABC topics. Rounding out the 
agenda will be a special session on the latest developments regarding fraudulent identifications.  
	 Serve Safe and Techniques of Alcohol Management (TAM) classes will also be available to attendees.  These 
classes, which are offered year-round by the NJLBA, are made possible by a grant to the Association from the 
State Department of Labor.  These grant funds allow licensees and their employees to receive training on the 
latest developments in the hospitality industry, while also helping to ensure the integrity of our liquor licensees.
	 Finally, on Wednesday afternoon, the convention will feature for the first time an Interactive Mixology Demonstration. 
Mixologists from Allied Beverage Group and  Fedway Associates will share their knowledge and skills with us, as we 
explore the latest trends in cocktails.  This will surely be a great time and a wonderful way to segue into our closing Gala 
Cocktail Reception and Dinner set for Wednesday evening.  During this much anticipated event, the Association will 
present the 2019 NJLBA Hospitality Award to Passaic County Freeholder Terry Duffy, of Duffy’s Tavern in Paterson, and 
the NJLBA Licensee of the Year award to Alisha Miller, of Racks Pub and Grill, located in Atco and Williamstown. 
	 In addition, this year’s convention will serve as the kick-off for a new and exciting initiative sponsored by the 
NJLBA.  Known as “Best Bartender NJ” this innovative program will recognize the best bartenders at the county 
and regional levels, culminating in the selection of an annual  ”Best Bartender  NJ”,  each year at the NJLBA 
annual convention   Details on how to participate in this new program will be available shortly.

license.”  Two points immediately spring to mind:  
First, the mere introduction of this radical bill has 
directly resulted in dampening economic activity 
by creating a chilling effect on pending deals for 
existing licenses by reducing the value of existing 
licenses and businesses in the face of an antedilu-
vian flood of cheap licenses.  Secondly, why mas-
sively destabilize New Jersey’s existing bar, tavern 
and restaurant sector to encourage “young en-
trepreneurial chefs” – as Assemblyman Burzichelli 
states as his rationale for A1505’s introduction? 
With the most liberal BYOB laws in the nation, 
New Jersey’s hospitality entrepreneurs already 
enjoy substantial alcoholic beverage privileges.  
Under A1505, for the cost of a modest credit card 
cash advance, thousands of new licensees will 
emerge, New Jersey’s scrupulously monitored 
alcoholic beverage gallonage pie will be massively 
diluted and thousands of family business bankrupt-
cies will occur.  A1505 must not become law in 
the State of New Jersey and it is up to us to bring 
forward the facts and the compelling arguments to 
clearly establish that A1505 is harmful to the New 
Jersey economy and to the families that fuel it.
	 For these reasons and more, please be pre-
pared to answer the call to action from the New 
Jersey Licensed Beverage Association and the 
New Jersey Liquor Store Alliance – your Trenton 
warriors in the fight for common sense and for 
our essential family businesses.

Annual “News from the Lobby” by Jeffrey A. Warsh, Esq.

	 Six weeks have now passed since Election Day 
and we have a newly elected 80 Member General 
Assembly, as neither the NJ Senate nor the Governor 
was up for election. However, while New Jersey has 
just elected 80 new Members of the General As-
sembly, the existing legislature is still in session.  The 
217th Legislative Session began on January 8, 2018 
and will end on January 7, 2020.  Before the 217th 
Legislature turns the lights off, however, that most 
disturbing of all biennial phenomena will live and 
breathe again – the Lame Duck Session.  The Lame 
Duck Session began on Wednesday, November 6th 
and concludes at 11:59 a.m. on January 7, 2020.  
Any bills not receiving a majority in the affirmative in 
both houses and the Governor’s signature are dead 
bills and the process must, at the sponsor’s discretion, 
start all over again in the new legislative session. 
	 During the Lame Duck Session any bills, either 
existing or freshly sponsored, may be considered 
for hearings and passage.  For the sixth year in a 
row, of all the pending threats, none is greater than 
Assemblyman John Burzichelli’s A-1505 – a bill to 
create two new classes of on-premises consumption 
retail licenses for license purchase fees ranging from 
$1500-$10,000.  With the average value of a New 
Jersey Plenary Retail Consumption License at about 
$350,000, the introduction of thousands (issuance 
unlimited according to A-1505) of laughably cheap 
alcoholic beverage consumption licenses will wreak 
irrevocable havoc on New Jersey’s hospitality sector.  
	 A2452 declares that “in order to foster and 
encourage economic development and growth in 
this State, it is appropriate to create a new restaurant
